
  

Frequently Asked Questions about 

the Holiday Tour of Homes 

 
If you are a first-time visitor on the Holiday Tour of Homes, we hope the answers to 
our most frequently asked questions will be of assistance to you. 
 
 

Once I have purchased tickets, how do I begin the tour? 
 
The Tour starts at the Waxhaw Woman’s Club at 200 East South Main Street 
in Waxhaw.  There you will surrender your ticket and in return receive a 
wristband and a brochure which includes information about the properties 
on the Tour, along with a map and directions to the properties.   

 
Do I have to see all of the homes on the same day? 
 
No.  The Tour takes place over two days, Saturday December 2nd and Sunday 
December 3rd, 2023.  You may see all the properties in one day if you wish, or 
you can divide them up into a two-day visit.  However, you may only visit 
each property one time.   
 
Can I return to any of the homes and walk through a second time? 
 
No.  You may visit each property only one time.  

 
 
Where can I purchase tickets? 
 
Up to and including November 26th, 2023, you can purchase tickets online at 
www.waxhawwomansclub.org, or at either of the 2 shops in Waxhaw that 
sell our event tickets (please see the poster on this web page for the list of 
shops).  Pre-event tickets can be purchased for $25 each.  

 
After November 26th, tickets can be purchased at the Woman’s Club on event 
days for $30 each.  

 
 
Can I purchase tickets online? 
 
Yes, you can purchase tickets online at www.waxhawwomansclub.org.   After 
paying for your tickets, you will receive an email with your ticket numbers, 
and directions to the Woman’s Club.  Your tickets will be waiting for you at 
our “Will Call” desk.

What are the hours for the Tour? 
 
The Tour begins at 10 a.m. on Saturday, December 2tnd and runs until 5 p.m. 
that evening.  On Sunday, December 3rd, the Tour will begin at 11 a.m. and 
run until 5 p.m.  Event-day ticket sales and brochures will be available at the 
Woman’s Club beginning 30 minutes before the tour start time.
